“We recognize that the memo will not solve all the issues and in fact my  bring up some new ones but we strongly believe that the OSA Referee Development Department take the lead in being proactive when it comes to the implementation of Law changes. We will do this on annual basis as changes arise.  

  
 There are a few important things I would like to add to the memo based on discussions and feedback I have had:  

Referees - we removed the reference to referees as there are times when a referee might where a hat and glasses - I will leave it to your discretion as to how you deal with it.  

Hats - to clarify, we do not expect the referee to see the medical certificate on the field - our expectation is that the club will inform the club head referee/DRC prior to the start of the season if there is a child who requires the use of a hat.  

Religious items - We are still seeking guidance on this and for the time  being please ask your referees to use a high level of tolerance when dealing with this issue, when in doubt they should contact you.
Recreational play - common sense should rule the day, if you have a group of 6 year olds out having a 'kick around' following FIFA guidelines might be excessive”.
